2) Ibn 'Abbās (ra) reports that the Messenger صلى الله عليه وسلم said, "The Dajjāl is 
curly haired and white skinned. His head is like the branch of a tree; 
his left eye is blind and the other eye looks like a floating grape." 
(Țabarānī)

A - ​In Forty days

A - ​Abū Hurayrah (ra) Messenger صلى الله عليه وسلم  said: "The prophets are like 
brothers: they have different mothers but their religion is one. I am the 
closest of all the people to 'İsā (AS), because there is no prophet between 
him and myself. 

 "He will come again, when you see him, you will recognise him. He is of 
medium height and his colour is reddish white. He will be wearing two 
garments and his hair will look wet. He will break the cross, kill the pigs, 
abolish the jizyah and call people to Islām. During his time, Allāh will end 
every religion and sect other than Islām. He will kill the Dajjāl. Then peace 
and security will prevail on Earth, so that lions will graze with camels, 
tigers with cattle, and wolves with sheep; children will be able to play with 
snakes without coming to any harm. 

"Īsā (AS) will remain for forty years then he will pass away and the 
Muslims will pray for him." (Aḥmad)
